Starting off all alone, Mother Teresa 

was soon joined by voluntary helpers, 

most of which were former students 

and teachers, who accompanied 

her in her mission to fulfill His vision.   

Starting off with merely 13 members, 

the Missionaries of Charity went on to 

become one of the most significant 

and recognized congregations in the 

world.  

In 1952, she inaugurated the first 

Home for the Dying, where people 

brought to this home received medi-

cal help and accorded the oppor-

tunity to die with dignity. Adhering to 

the different faith that 

people came in from, 

all who died were 

given their last cere-

monies according to 

the religion they fol-

lowed, thus dying a 

death of dignity. The 

next step was initiat-

ing a home for those suffering from 

Hansen's disease, commonly known 

as leprosy. In 1955, Mother Teresa 

opened a home for the orphans and 

homeless youths.  

Meanwhile, in 1963, Missionaries of 

Charity Brothers was founded. The 

main aim behind the inauguration of 

Missionaries of Charity Brother was to 

better respond to the physical and 

spiritual needs of the poor. Further-

more, in 1976, a contemplative 

branch of the sisters was opened. 

Two years later, a contemplative 

brothersõ branch was inaugurated. In 

1981, she began the Corpus Christi

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St. TERESA OF CALCUTTA (MOTHER TERESA) 

 

Saint Teresa of Calcutta, known the world over 

as Mother Teresa, was an Albanian -born Indian 

citizen who abided by her religious faith of Ro-

man Catholicism to serve the unwanted, un-

loved and uncared people of the world. She 

was born on August 26, 1919 and was baptized 

the following day as Agnes Gonxhe Bojaxhiu.    

Religious Calling:  As Agnes turned 18, she found her true calling as a nun and 

left home for good to enroll herself at the Institute of the Blessed Mary Virgin, 

also called Sisters of Loreto, in Ireland. It was there that she first received the 

name Sister Mary Teresa after St Therese of Lisieux. After a year of training, Sis-

ter Mary Teresa came to India in 1929 and initiated her novitiate in Darjeeling, 

West Bengal, as a teacher at St Teresaõs School. 

She experienced a call within a call and started a congregation of Missionar-

ies of Charity which would be dedicated to serving the ôpoorest of the poorõ. 

The community would work in the slums of Calcutta and help the poorest and 

sick people.  Her main mission was to serve Jesus by helping the ôunwanted, 

unloved, and uncaredõ. From then on, Mother Teresa reached out to the poor

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Movement for Priests and in 1984 

the Missionaries of Charity Fathers 

was initiated.  

By 1997, Missionaries of Charity had 

almost 4000 sisters working in 610 

foundations, in 450 centers in 123 

countries across the six continents. 

The congregation had several hos-

pices and homes for people with 

HIV/AIDS, leprosy and tuberculosis, 

soup kitchens, children's and family 

counseling programs, personal 

helpers, orphanages, and schools 

functioning under it.  

In 1979, Mother Teresa was award-

ed the Nobel Peace Prize, "for work 

undertaken in the struggle to over-

come poverty and distress, which 

also constitutes a threat to peace."  

The greatly com-

passionate soul left 

for the heavenly 

abode on Septem-

ber 5, 1997. In 2003, 

Mother Teresa was 

beautified by Pope 

John Paul II at St 

Peterõs Basilica, in 

Vatican City. She was canonized by 

Pope Francis on 4 September 2016 

and is now known as Saint Teresa of 

Calcutta but people still call her as 

Mother Theresa. She continues to 

inspire many people to serve the 

poor.  

Some of her famous sayings are:  

 1) Every time you smile at some-

one, itõs a gift to that person.  

2) Some enter your life as blessings, 

others as lessons.  

3) If we want to love, we must learn 

to forgive.  

4) God didnõt call me to be suc-

cessful. He called me to be faithful.
